PURPOSES
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THE NATIONAL HONOURS AND AWARDS (AMENDMENT) BILL,
2018

MEMORANDUM OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

This Bill seeks to reform the Order of the Cayman Islands and provides for
incidental and connected purposes.

Clause 1 of the Bill sets out the short title and commencement of the legislation.

Clause 2 of the Bill amends section 2 of the National Honours and Awards Law,
referred to as the principal Law by removing definitions no longer applicable or
necessary in the Law.

Clause 3 of the Bill amends section 2 of the principal Law by inserting new
definitions.

Clause 4 of the Bill repeals and substitutes section 3 of the principal Law and
establishes a society of honour to be known as the Order of the Cayman Islands.

Clause 5 of the Bill repeals section 4 of the principal Law and establishes the
Council of the Order. This clause also inserts section 4A into the principal Law
which sets out the duties of the Secretary of the Order.

Clause 6 of the Bill amends section 5 of the principal Law and empowers the
Council with the authority to make rules specifying the use of certificates and the
wearing of medals and insignia.

Clause 7 of the Bill repeals and substitutes section 6 of the principal Law and
makes provision for the criteria for eligibility, who may make nominations under
the Law, the manner in which nominations are to be made and the manner in
which nominations are to be processed.

Clause 8 of the Bill repeals section 7 of the principal Law and provides for the
Warrant of Appointment, quotas of awards to be made under the legislation and
special appointments.

Clause 9 of the Bill amends section 8 of the principal Law and places an
obligation on the recipient of an award to comply with rules made under the Law
and inserts clauses 8A through 8D which make provision for a motto of the
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Order, the precedence of the Order in relation to other awards, refusal of
acceptance of an award and the termination of membership.

Clause 10 of the Bill repeals and substitutes section 10 of the principal Law and
provides for Regulations under the legislation.

Clause 11 amends the Schedule of the principal Law by renumbering it as
Schedule 1 and making amendments thereto. The clause also inserts a Schedule 2
which sets out details of the awards and honours under the legislation.

PURPOSES

ENACTED by the Legislature of the Cayman Islands.

(2) This Law shall come into force on such date as may be appointed by
Order made by the Cabinet and different dates may be appointed for different
provisions of this Law and in relation to different matters.

(5) The Chancellor may terminate a member
of the Council by notifying the member in writing
after consultation with the person who designated the
member under subsection (2).

(6) The notification under subsection (5) shall
include the date upon which the termination of
membership from the Council is to take effect.

“ SCHEDULE 2
Description of Insignia, the Ribbon and Seal

1. Miniature Badge

(@ Members- of the Order may wear the insignia of their particular
level in miniature form with other miniature medals, to which
they are entitled, on appropriate occasions after 6pm.

(b) On such occasions when miniatures are worn, Companions' of
the Order should also wear their full size neck badge.

2. Insignia of the Order
The Badge of the Order, a stylized five petalled flower with the arms of the

Cayman Islands, within a circlet in the centre. The badge is ensigned with a
device which may be described as follows -

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“Between two wild Banana Orchids or a Cross Azure all issuant
from a coronet; or -

(i) Companions' shall wear a blue enamelled badge of the
Order suspended from a ribbon worn around their
neck, or in the case of ladies, worn on a bow on the
left shoulder;

(if) Officers' shall wear a blue enamelled badge of the
Order on a ribbon suspended from the left lapel of
their jacket, or in the case of ladies, worn on a bow on
their left shoulder; and

(iii) Members shall wear the badge of the Order in gold on a
ribbon suspended from the left lapel of their jacket, or in the
case of ladies, worn on a bow on their left shoulder.

3. Ribbon of the Order

The ribbon of the Order is Royal blue with thin white borders with a broad white
stripe in the centre.

4.  Seal of the Order

The Seal of the Order shall consist of the badge of the Order within a circlet
bearing the Motto.
